In partnership with our Indigenous communities, CINUP is
dedicated to supporting Indigenous students in their pursuit
of higher education to becoming the next generation of
Indigenous leaders by offering five $2,000 scholarships
annually to Indigenous students pursuing post-secondary
education. Education is a key driver of opportunity and
long-term success. By working together to remove financial
barriers, we help students gain the knowledge and skills
needed to strengthen their communities and build a brighter

future for generations to come.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

Indigenous dependent children of CINUP plan members
(proof will be required) who are enrolled in a recognized
college, university, Indigenous-certified program, or vocational/
trade program. This is open to full-time students and part-
time students (must be enrolled in at least 6 credit hours per
semester or 15 hours per week in a vocational/trade program).
Previous scholarship winners are not eligible.

member of CINUP Group Benefits plan
+ Proof of Indigenous identity (copy of card or registration
from Council, Nation or Organization)
+ Proof of enrollment from a recognized post-secondary
institution for the upcoming semester
+ Personal Statement (500-750 words) including:
- Educational and career goals
- How studies will contribute to Indigenous
communities
- How this scholarship will assist you
- A description of any involvement in
Indigenous communities, leadership roles,
volunteer work, or cultural contributions
